Conclusions of the evaluation of the meeting in France
1) Welcome and stay:
All the teachers and a high majority of the students thought the welcome was very good. All of them met the headmaster and other heads of the school and were shown around the school, but also thought the cost of the trip was reasonable.
87 % of the students and 93% of the teachers believed that the accommodation had all the needed requirements. A majority of the students (83%) said that it was well located or near the town center and 80% of the teachers thought the same (80%). For the hotel, we couldn’t have done better regarding the time of the year. Only two hotels were opened and the other one was much more expensive. Treatments and attentions were rather good according to 96% of the students and 93% of the teachers. Moreover, all the students enjoyed living with families from the country.
All the teachers and a high majority of the students said the treatments by the teachers were very good.
Transport was organized for all of them and easy and fast for all the teachers and 61% of the students.
2) Participation and outcome of the project:

The number of students participating was normal according to all the teachers, not enough for 23% of the students and normal for the rest.

The number of teachers was average according to all the teachers and 70% of the students. The rest of the students thought there were too many teachers.

A majority of the teachers (more than 80%) stated that the coverage was high as far as local and regional institutions, the school and the families are concerned, and fewer students thought the same (local authorities: 51%, school: 71% and the families: 83%).In addition, 63% of the teachers and 47% of the students thought the coverage in the media was average.
3) Culture:
According to all the teachers and a high majority of the students the number of visits was average, they were interesting and well organized. All the teachers and 92% of the students ate well. All the participants learnt something about youth reality, teachers’ working situation, the educational system, the reality of the country and the region and finally about family life.
They didn’t notice any differences among participants due to religion.

Here’s a list of the differences they noticed:

4) Language:

The languages spoken were English, Spanish, French and German. Communication was fluent for 54% of the students and 93% of the teachers. All the teachers and 83% of the students stated they achieved their goals having a conversation in another language. All the students and a majority of the teachers (93%) developed their social skills and 89% of the students and 93% of the teachers improved their language skills.
5) Work
All the teachers said they had a work plan (students: 83%), thought there were enough work sessions (77% for the students), that the work sessions matched the plan (89% of the students).
All the participants stated that they had clear objectives for their communication during the work sessions.

The tasks were clear and shared out for all the teachers and a majority of the students (89%).

All the teachers and 80 % of the students declared that they developed their teamwork skills.
The school was well equipped with new technology for 74% of the teachers and 67% of the students.

All the teachers said the previous agreements were reached and that new agreements were reached as far as the future visit is concerned.
The following aims have been fulfilled for almost all the teachers or partially reached for the students:
	.-  Motivate towards the other languages  learning

	                              -  Enhance the use of new technologies :  71% (students)  87% (teachers)

	-. Increase the feeling of European Citizenship : 94% (students) 100% (teachers)

	-. Break down prejudices of the participant countries:  97% (students) 100% (teachers)

	 -. Improve the teaching practice:  91% (students) 100% (teachers)

	                              -. Promote equality between sexes and cultures :  97% (students) 100% (teachers)


The final production was a success for a majority of the teachers (87%) and for half of the students (54%) and 40% of them thought it was average. Almost the same proportion of teachers and students said their personal contribution to the final product was average.
60% of the students and 89% of the teachers stated that there were some individual tasks done in their school.
