	Fluent and lively comments, which carefully avoid the simple repetition of the text of the presentation.
	Average fluency with only some passages read from the presentation, and an effort to attract the audience’s attention.
	Systematic and inexpressive reading of the text of the presentation.
	

	5. Adequate use of the Power Point interface
	Harmonious selection of fonts backgrounds and transitions.
	Good effort at making the presentation visually attractive.
