Brăila, a port on the Danube
Brăila is a city in Muntenia, sounth-eastern part of Romania, a port on the Danube,  in the close vicinity of Galati. In 2002, according to the official Romanian census, the city had a population of 216,292 people and a 4766 km2 surface, making it Romania's 10th largest city.  

The town of Brăila, one of the largest Romanian ports, is situated 200 km north-east of Bucharest. Plains prevail among the relief contours. Brăila’s outskirts are monotonous, with no natural barriers. Easy transport routes are to be found in the area, mainly the Danube that makes Brăila a gate-way to the world.  
The waterway – the port of Brăila, located at 171 km from the Black Sea, made contact with the main seaports and waterways. Given it’s condition of harbor, Brăila, was and still is an opened city where Greeks, Bulgarians, Russians, Armenians, Jews and other have peacefully lived together wither with the Romanian majority for a common endeavor to develop spiritual and cultural life. 
Climate is temperate-continental, with a mean temperature of 11.1°C, hot, dry summers and cold winters.

Brăila has streets radiating from near the port at Braila’s centre. They are crossed at symmetrical intervals by concentric streets following the geometric design of the old Turkish fortifications.
