    Anyone who visits our remarkable city will certainly have the pleasure of viewing magnificent landscapes, beautiful places and amazing landmarks.

    The old center of the city has many 19th century buildings, some of them fully restored. The most important monuments are the Greek Church, erected by the Greek community in 1865, Maria Filotti theatre, the Palace of Culture and its Art Museum, the History Museum and the Old Water Tower.
    Streets radiating from near the port towards Braila’s center are crossed at symmetrical intervals by concentric streets following the geometric design of the old Ottoman fortifications.
