Not just a city

Brăila is not just a city … it’s a perfect chemistry between people and the story of a glorious past.    

Brăila, the city-port situated at the end of the maritime route on the Danube, is one of the oldest urban settlements in Wallachia, documentary attested on the 20th January 1368. It evolved from a fishermen village in 1300 into a harbor where an intense trade was going on, once with the opening of the main road of the country, linking Brasov and from there, linking the city to the Black Sea.

During the Turkish administration the port remained highly important by maintaining its commercial, traditional links, with the difference that the majority of the exported products were reaching Istanbul. During the same period, Brăila was the spiritual centre of all the Christians found in the territories occupied by the Turks. 

The urban value of Brăila is expressed by these three characteristics : she displays a continuity in being dwelled; she includes in her structure the three aspects of the urban evolution: the organic development, the modernizing trend expressed in the city planning from 1834, and her gradual development in stages, according to a pre-established plan taking the already-in structure into account, and it preserves, with few recent changes, the whole heritage of her buildings.
If you walk through the history of this settlement, you will find the same places, animated by the same type of people, because Brăila is a live example of modern conservation. Brăila is the only city which could offer, on a life-size scale, the image of the historic, economic and urban evolution of a Romanian settlement in the modern period of today. 
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
